Survey Summary

	The following is a brief summary of some of the information collected by a survey given on February 25th and 26th to grades 7-12. The survey used, The American Drug and Alcohol Survey Core Measures Short Form is designed to collect data on; use in the past 30-days, average age of the first time of use, the perception of risk of using, and the perception of parental disapproval. Although the full report of the survey’s findings includes information on drugs from tobacco to cocaine,  this summary mainly focuses on alcohol and marijuana as they are drugs most prevalently abused in our school district.  For the 7-8th graders, information on inhalants is also highlighted in this summary, as there is an indication of a higher percentage of abuse by the younger students in our district.  This summary is meant to be a user-friendly, quick guide to some of the findings of the survey.  Please see the full report for a more comprehensive look at substance abuse in the Cazenovia School District.

Observations on the average age of first use:

 -  The average age of first use appears to be getting younger by grade level. 
 - This section of the survey also reports on students who have never used a substance. 
 - This is good data to challenge the assumed norms that many students hold that “everyone does it.”

Observations of students’ perceptions on parents concern level about substance use:

 - Students report perceiving that their parents have more concern about marijuana than alcohol. 
 - Students report parents talking to them less about substance use and having less concern about substance use 
   as they get older.  
- As indicated in other sections of the report, as students move up in grade level they use more and perceive 
  drugs and alcohol to be more available to them
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
